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CHILD ABUSE AND NEGLECTCHILD ABUSE AND NEGLECTCHILD ABUSE AND NEGLECTCHILD ABUSE AND NEGLECT-   Did 
you know that teachers are required 
by law to report suspected cases of 
abuse or neglect?  The Louisiana 
Children’s Code provides the follow-
ing definitions of abuse and neglect:  
AbuseAbuseAbuseAbuse – is defined as any one of the 
following acts which seriously en-
danger the physical, mental, or emo-
tional health of the child: 
*The infliction, attempted infliction, 
or as a result of inadequate supervi-
sion, the allowance of the infliction 

or attempted infliction of physical 
or mental injury upon the child by a 
parent or any other person.      
*The exploitation or overwork of a 
child by a parent or any other per-
son. 
*The involvement of the child in 
any sexual involvement with any 
other person or of the child’s in-
volvement in pornographic dis-
plays, or any other involvement of a 
child in sexual activity constituting 
a crime under the laws of this 
state. 

NeglectNeglectNeglectNeglect – is defined as the refusal 
or willful failure of a parent or 
caretaker to supply the child with 
necessary food, clothing, shelter, 
care, treatment, or counseling for 
any injury, illness or condition of 
the child, as a result of which the 
child’s physical, mental, or emo-
tional health is substantially 
threatened or impaired.
